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Forced Molting

Forced molting is a production process designed to extend egg production.

In forced molting, farmers intentionally withhold food and light. This causes the hens to lose feathers. As they grow new feathers, the hormone levels of the hens increases. This causes egg production to increase.
Hens will naturally lose their feathers once during their lifetime. This does not result from the intentional withholding of food and light.

Beak Trimming

Beak trimming means the removal of a third to half of the hens’ beak, both the horny beak and underlying tissue. 

Pain results in the first week following the procedure but pain does not typically appear after that time.

The beak typically grows most of the way back. However, trimming reduces the sharpness of the beak and the accuracy of pecking.
Beak trimming is performed to avoid excessive pecking among hens. Excessive pecking is more common the more hens live in a space of a given size.

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Hen Housing Systems

Another element in the production of eggs is the housing system. Three systems are the battery cage, enriched cage, and free range.

Battery cage

A battery cage is made of thin wire and placed in rows or tiers, usually 3 to 6 cages high.

Battery cages do not allow hens to perform their natural behaviors. They cannot properly stand, stretch, or flap their wings and will experience difficulty in turning around, causing bone weakness.

Beak trimming is not necessary with this system although it is sometimes performed to limit feather pecking.

Most battery cage hens have a space allowance of 48 to 54 square inches per bird, approximately 60% of the size of an 8.5x11 sheet of paper.


Enriched cage

Enriched cages are similar in structure to battery cages but are larger. An enriched cage provides about 115 square inches per bird (approximately the size of a legal size piece of paper).

Enriched cages allow a greater range of natural behavior than allowed by battery cages. 

Beak trimming is not necessary with this system although it is still sometimes performed to limit feather pecking.

Presently, enriched cages are not used in the United States but are used in Europe.

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Free range

Free-range hens are housed in a large barn-like building. They have continuous access to open-air runs during daytime.

Typically free-range hens have 108 square feet per bird. Because they have more space, birds are able to practice normal behavior. 

Because of the large size of commercial egg facilities, beak trimming is typically practiced to prevent excessive pecking among hens. 

Currently, there are no consistent standards for “free-range” eggs and claims by individual egg producers are not regulated or verified.

Certification

Currently, eggs with labels such as “free-range” are not required to be inspected to ensure the accuracy of the claim.

The U.S. Department of Agriculture only regulates and verifies claims about organic eggs.  

There is discussion about whether characteristics such as free range, enriched cage, no beak trimming, and no forced molting should be also certified and whether this certification should be done by the U.S. Department of Agriculture or an association of egg producers.

Certified eggs would have labels on the box. Either the U.S. Department of Agriculture or an association of egg producers would verify that the labels are honest, accurate, and consistent.
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As you have probably figured out, there are many different ways to produce eggs! We’re just going to present you with three more egg choices.
